



CHAPTER II
LITERATURE REVIEW

In this chapter, the writer discussed (1) the concept of vocabulary, (2) kinds of vocabulary, (3) the importance of vocabulary, (4) the concept of the LINCS strategy (5) procedures for the LINCS strategy, and (6) the advantages of LINCS strategy.

2.1  Concept of Vocabulary
Vocabulary is one of language elements considered necessary for language mastery. Vocabulary is defined as all the words in a particular language (Wehmeier, et. al. 2005:1707 cited in Cahyono, Yudi Bambang  and Widiati utami. 2008:1)
Vocabulary is the collection of words that an individual knows (Linse, T Caroline, 2011:121). According to, Cameron, Lynne  (2001:72), vocabulary is central to the learning of a foreign language at primary level. Vocabulary development is also about learning formulaic phrases or chunks, finding words inside them, and learning even more about those words.    
Learning vocabulary is a challenge for learners, partly because of the size of the task, and partly because of the variety of vocabulary types to be learned, including single words, phrases, collocations, and strategic vocabulary, as well as grammatical patterning, idioms, and fixed expressions (McCarten, Jeanne. 2007:18). 

2.2 Kinds of Vocabulary
According to, Cameron Lynne  (2001:82), vocabulary is divided into two major categories, namely: (1) Content words are those that carry a lexical meaning, even out of context. They form an “open set” in that new content words can be invented. They are nouns (e.g. house), lexical verbs (e.g. built), adjective (e.g. little), and (2) Function words seem to be mainly used to carry grammatical meaning. The set of function words is “closed”. Function words are modal and auxiliary verbs (e.g. could, was), articles (e.g. a, the), and preposition (and, if).   
According to cheek, et al. (1989:113 cited in Ilham, Eni 2006:8), there are three kinds of vocabulary:
1) General vocabulary; referring to the words that comprise the major portion of one vocabulary usage in every day communication, such as “pen”, “book”,  and “chair”.
2) Specialized vocabulary; referring to the words with multiple meaning that change from one content area to another, such as “mass”, “root”, and “raise”.
3) Technical vocabulary; referring to the words that are essential to the understanding of a specific content area and crucial to understanding of its concept, such as “gene”: (science), “ embargo”: (social studies), etc.	




2.3 The Importance of Vocabulary
	Vocabulary is important to support mastery of language skills (Cahyono, Yudi Bambang and Widiati utami. 2008). Learning vocabulary is largely about remembering, and students generally need to see, say, and write newly learned words many times before they can be said to have learned them (McCarten, Jeanne. 2007: 21). 
Vocabualry development is an important aspect of language development and the research that has been conducted in recent years is very exciting. Vocabulary should be intergrated into teaching the four skills-listening, speaking, reading, and writing (Lince, T Caroline. 2011:122).  
Vocabulary knowledge can help grammar acquisition is that knowing the words in a text or conversation permits learners to understand the meaning of the discourse, which in turn allows the grammatical patterning to become more transparent (Schmitt, Norbert. 2000: 143). Vocabulary knowledge is an important element in second language acquisition. By learning new words, students can increase their listening, speaking, reading and writing vocabularies and can improve comprehension and production in second language. A student can increase vocabulary knowledge formally in the classroom and informally through communication with others and through out of class activities (Al-Jarf, Reima. 2007: 1). Vocabulary teaching can be focused to help learners build up a knowlegde of words in ways that will enable them to use the language effeciently and successfully (Cameron, Lynne. 2001: 75).
2.4 Concept of the LINCS Strategy
According to Haines, (2003:9), the LINCS learning strategy was originally designed at the University of Kansas for learners with 4th grade reading levels or higher. The strategy was modified to meet the subjects’ lower reading levels and tested for effectiveness. The LINCS strategy was designed to improve vocabulary test scores of students. LINCS is a mnemonic device for the five steps used to perform the strategy, which are:
1) L = list the parts. 
	a. List the new term.
	b. List the essential parts of the definition.
2) I = invent a sentence. 
	a. Familiar, common word.
	b. Sounds like part of the new term.
3) N = note a LINCing story. 
	a. Contains the reminding words.
b. helps you remember what the new term means.
4) C = create a LINCing picture. 
	a. contains an element related to the reminding words.
	b. contains elements related to the essential parts of the definition.



5) S = self-test.

The LINCS strategy can be used to help students remember important new terms and significant names, places, events, or processes to significantly increase test   performance (Ellis, Edwin S. 1998: 14). According to O’Brien, (2005:5), the LINCS strategy requires students to create note cards and follow a series of steps. They will remember the steps with help from the mnemonic name of the strategy. The letters L, I, N, C, S each cue students to remember the steps of the strategy and should be taught explicitly and rehearsed before beginning the strategy. To begin creating the LINCS note cards, students draw a horizontal line on both the front and back of their note card (dividing the card into top and bottom equal halves) and a vertical line on the lower back half dividing the lower portion into lower left and lower right quadrants. 


2.5 Procedures for the LINCS Strategy
An example of a LINCS note card using the modified approach to the vocabulary learning strategy.

1) L (List the parts) the students would write the word “love” on the front of the card above the horizontal drawn line and write an abbreviated definition, “like, or want” on the back of the card again above the horizontal line.
2) I (Invent a sentence) the students either individually or with the help of his or her study partner would make up a sentence like “Doni loves Ayu Permatasari       ” on the front of the card below the line.
3) N (Note a LINCing story) the students would make up a very brief story elaborating on the sentence from the front of the card but not using the vocabulary word and write it in the lower left quadrant on the back of the card. A story might be “The boy likes the girl”.
4) C (Create a LINCing picture) the students would draw a simple picture that matches the story created in the left lower quadrant of the note card. It should be a simple drawing.
5) S (Self-test) the students would test themselves “forward” and “backward” looking at the cards to test if they have made a permanent connection between the definition and the word being learned. For example, the student would look at the picture they had drawn which would remind them of the story they had made up. The story would remind them of the sentence they had made up which includes the target word. Then when looking at the definition “like, or want”, they would remember that the word was “love”.

2.6 The Advantages of LINCS Strategy
According to Haines, (2003), LINCS is a starter strategy for vocabulary development. The goals of the strategy are:
1) To increase the students' ability to independently learn key vocabulary.
2) Provide students with a sense of control over their own learning.
3) To promote student motivation about learning strategies.
The act of constructing the LINCS devices facilitates learning because the process:
1) Teaches students how to make important decisions regarding which terms more intensive study should be focused. 

2) Focuses students’ attention on the critical semantic features of the definition. 
3) Requires students to think about the definition multiple times and in multiple ways. 
4) Facilitates students' use of their own language to elaborate on the term’s definition. 
5) Helps students form relational understanding between the new term and other pertinent information. 
6) Develops both semantic (auditory) connections and visual connections. 
7) Provides a learning activity that allows maximum interaction between students and the teacher and between students themselves. 
8) Develops students’ abilities to employ powerful learning strategies that can be independently used both in their current classes and in future classes and postsecondary education (vocational school or college). 

2.7 Previous Study
	There were some theses in which the problem was almost similar to the material discussed. The first thesis was “ Teaching Vocabulary by Using Picture Cards to the Fifth Grade Pupils of SD Negeri 47 Palembang” written by Ilham (2006). The second thesis was “Teaching Vocabulary in the Theme Classroom Objects Through Flashcards to the Seventh Grade Students of SMP Negeri 3 Lempuing” written by Muhammad Nurudin (2011).
	From the study above, this study was compared with the theses. There are several similarities and differences from the materials discussed. The similarities are (1) teaching vocabuary, and (2) the quasi-experimental as the method of research. The differences are using pictures and flashcards to teaching vocabulary.

2.8 Profile of School SD Negeri 12 Indralaya
In SD Negeri 12 Indralaya, English has been taught from fourth grade until sixth grade. The principle of the school was Abdul Muis, AM. Pd. There were 18 teachers and 360 students consisted of 12 classes in this school. But in this school only one teacher for English subject. In this case the writer wanted to focus on teaching vocabulary using LINCS Strategy to the fourth grade students of SD Negeri 12 Indralaya. For the fourth grade student there were two classes. The numbers of students were 60 students. There were IVA and IVB. The time allocation 2 × 35 minutes for one meeting. For IVA class they should study English every Friday and for IVB class they should study English every Saturday. 
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
