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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to find out whether or not there is significant difference on students’ reading comprehension achievement taught using PSRA strategy and teacher’s method that usually used by the teacher to the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang. This study used quasi-experimental design using nonequivalent pretest-posttest design. The population of the study was all the eight grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang. The sample of the study was taken by using convenience sampling method. The total number of the sample  was 80 students, 40 students belonged to experimental group and 40 students belonged to control group. In collecting data, the writer used test. The test was given twice to experimental and control groups, as a pretest and posttest. To verify the hypotheses, the data pretest and posttest of the experimental and control groups were analyzed by using independent sample t-test in SPSS program. The finding showed that the p-output (sig.(2-tailed)) was 0.000 lower than 0.05 and the t-value 13.956 was higher than t-table 1.9908. so, it could be stated that the null hypothesis (Ho) was rejected and the alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted. The analysis could infer that there was significant difference between the students who were taught by using PSRA strategy and teacher’s method that usually used by the teacher to the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang. 
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CHAPTER 1 
        INTRODUCTION
	
       This chapter presents: (a) background, (b) problem of the study, (c) objective of the study, (d) significances of the study, (e) hypothesis, and (f) criteria of testing the hypothesis.
A.   Background	
       Everyone use language to communicate. According to Siahaan (2008:1), language is a set of rules by human as a tool of their communication. All people use their own language based on where they live. People learn languages in order to be able to communicate and interact in different linguistics context. Without language, we can not communicate well, even we can not understand each other. It means that in order to be successful in communicating, we have to be able to choose one language that we need for communicate. 
      There are so many languages in this world. Even, every country has own language, like Indonesia has Bahasa. For making the communication easier among people from different countries, people can use English as international language in order to understand each other. It has become an international language that is almost used by all countries as the first, the second or the foreign language. Harmer (2001:1) states that English seems to be one of the main languages of international communication.
       In learning English, there are four skills should be mastered, one of the skills which most important for the students is reading. Kyzykeeva (2006:1) states that reading is the most important academic language skill for foreign language students. In other words, in academic rules, reading is assumed to be central means for learning new information and gaining access to alternative explanations and interpretations. In addition, Browning (2003:1) states that reading is an all important language skill that is now in more demand than in any time in our history. Students need to master reading in order to understand the knowledge in the world. 
       According to Daiek and Anter (2004:5), reading is two way communication between an author and a reader, reading is a form of communication, using written language or symbols (text). It is related to Murphy (1997:2) states that reading is a process of extracting a messsage from a text which has been constructed by a writer using orthographic symbols. A writer encodes a message, a reader decodes it. Reading is also a physiological process. It  means that anvolving the mind actively processing the text, and factors that can effect how one reads, how much one gleans from the reading and more.
       After having an observation and discussion with English teacher at the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang, it was found that some students were not interested in reading, for example, after reading the text, the students do not know the topic of the text and they can not analyze the text, identify the main idea of the text and difficult in finding information from the text. It is related to Smith (1980:11) states many children have difficulty ordering the events in a story they have read. As the result, they cannot answer the question by themselves when they have the examination or exercises. Besides, the activities of teaching reading are usually presented in teacher’s method in which they are given the text to the students, the teacher asked the students to read the text, search the meaning of difficult word and then answer the questions. So, the students felt that English lesson was bored. The students feel comportable if there is something new in their reading class activity.
       Considering to problems in faced teaching reading, it is necessary for English teacher to find the appropriate strategy that can encourage their student’s ability in reading comprehension. There are so many reading strategies that can be used by the English teachers to improve their students reading achievement. One of them is Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy. The PSRA strategy can help students learn different of thinking, predict what the passage about and also helps them how to find the answer of questions. It can also motivate the students’ interest in learning reading because they have known the strategy to answer the questions. Moreover it can make the students spend not much time in answering the questions. Therefore, if PSRA strategy is used effectively, students will be helped to understand the text which they learn.
       Based on the description above, the writer is interested in conducting a research study entitled “Teaching Reading Comprehensionusing Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy to theeighth grade students of SMPN 7 Palembang”. 		
B.   Problem of the study
       The problem of this study is formulated in the following question: “is there any significant difference on students’ reading comprehension achievement taught using Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) and teacher’s method that usually used by the teacher at the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang?”.
C.  Objective of the study
       The objective of the study can be stated as follow “To find out whether or not there is any significant difference on students’ reading comprehension achievement taught using Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy and teacher’s method that usually used by the teacher at the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang”.
D.   Significances of the study
       The significances of this study might be beneficial for the following parts: 
1. Teachers
 This study can be usefull for teacher in improving the process of teaching    and learning, especially in teaching reading. The result can give information using PSRA strategy and apply this strategies. By using various strategies in teaching reading, teachers can improve students’ knowledge in studying.
	

2. Students
 This study can be usefull to improve the student’s ability in reading comprehension with interest way and easy, and the result might motivate the student in learning how to comprehend the text and how to answer the questions without not spend much time using PSRA strategy well.
3. School
This study can be usefull in learning process in the class, and can measure the effective way in teaching English especially in teaching reading comprehension at the school.
4. Next Researchers
 For the next researcher, the writer hope by using PSRA strategy could be applied as one alternative by the teacher of English and could make the students have better achievement in reading comprehension. By doing this study, the next researcher could get new information about the teaching of English.
E.   Hypotheses
       According to Fraenkle, et.al.(2012:83), A hypothesis is, simply put, a prediction of the possible outcomes of a study. Based on the assumption, the writer was formulate the null hypotheses (Ho) and alternative hypotheses (Ha) which:

 Ho	: There is no significant difference on students’ reading comprehension     achievement taught using Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy  and teacher’s method that usually used by the teacher at the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang.	
Ha	: There is a significant difference on students’ reading comprehension achievement using Predict Scan Read answer (PSRA) strategy and teacher’s method that usually used by the teacher at the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang.	
F.   Criteria of Testing the Hypotheses
       The criteria of testing the hypothesis are as follows:
1. If the p-output (Sig.2-tailed) is lower than 0.05, the null hypothesis (Ho) is rejected and the alternative hypothesis (Ha) is accepted. 
2. If the p-output (Sig.2tailed) is higher than 0.05, the null hypothesis (Ho) is accepted and the altenative hypothesis (Ha) is rejected.
	





                                                    CHAPTER II
LITERATURE REVIEW

       This chapter presents: (a) theoretical framework, (b) previous related study, and (c) research setting.
A.   Theoretical Framework
	 Theoretical description of the study consist of: (1) concept of teaching reading comprehension, (2) concept of Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy, (3) concept of Narrative and Recount text, (4) teaching procedures by using Predict Scan Read Answe (PSRA) strategy, (5) advantages of Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy, (6) teaching procedures by using the method that usually used by the teacher at SMP N 7 Palembang.
1. Concept of Teaching Reading Comprehension 
 	Teaching is guiding and facilitating learning, enabling the learner to learn, setting the conditions for learning (Brown, 2007:8). It means that the students must be active in learning process, because teaching is the ability by which the teacher guides and gives lesson by setting condition to create effective learning activities. In addition, according to Saleh (1997:16) states that teaching is a profession conducted by using a combination of art, science, and skill. In line with this, teaching has been recognized as a profession because it is an occupation that requires advance education and special training.
      In islam, teaching is very important to transfer some knowledge to the others. In holy Qur’an verse Al-Kahf no 66. It says:

[image: Quran, Surah Al-Kahf, Ayat 66]

The Meaning: “Musa (Mose) said to him (Khidr) “May I follow you so that you teach me something of that knowledge (guidance and true path) which you have been taught (by Allah)?”
Based on the verse above, teaching is very important in daily life to give knowledge to their students. Teaching are all the activities of providing education to other, interaction between teacher and students, process give knowledge or skills to students, train behavior. Such as, teaching and learning process in the class.
	Then, Brown (2000:7) states that teaching as helping or showing someone to learn how to do something, giving instuctions, guiding in the study of something, providing with knowledge, causing to know or understand. It implies that teaching is process of facilitating learners in learning process. In summary, teaching can be defined as an activity to skills and knowledge. 
Comprehension is a strategic process by which readers construct or assign meaning to a text by using the clues in the text and their own prior knowledge, Cooper (2000:11). The readers need to comprehend the reading text and understand what they read because comprehend the reading is an active thinking process that depends not only on comprehension skills, but also on the readers’ experiences and prior knowledge. According to Pardo (2004:272), comprehension is a complex process that has been understood and explained in a number of ways. It means that in order to comprehend the reading text, the readers have to comprehend the content of what the readers read.
Reading comprehension is the degree of process to whichunderstand what the readers read. According to Snow (2002:11), reading comprehension is the process of simultaneously extracting and constructing through interaction and involvement with written language. Woolley (2011:15) states that reading comprehension is the process of making meaning from text. When we pick up the newspaper and read about the latest election results, call up a web site and read direction on installing a new light switch, or grab a novel off the shelf of the local bookstore, we are using our reading comprehension skills to gather information from text.
So, reading comprehension is the interaction between a reader and a writer which the reader tries to reconstruct the writer’s massage closely related to all major languages arts (listening, speaking, and writing) for examples, students can learn much about their language while being taught reading skills. The students not only read the text but also they have to find and understand the written information or message from the text. 
Based on the explanation above, thewriter assumed that teaching reading comprehension means teaching students to improve their reading skill. It is conducted in order to find a strategy of teaching and learning that occurs, especially, in the teaching of reading skills.
2. Concept of PSRA Strategy 
PSRA strategy is important for reading comprehension, this strategy is easy to remember by students, they only need to remember PSRA: Predict, Scan, read, Answer (lougheed, 2007:281).
Lougheed (2007:279) states PSRA stands prediction, scan, read and answer. Where defintion from :
a. P; Prediction
Learning how to make predictions about what students are going to read before student read will help the student establish a context for understanding the passage. This will improve students’ reading score. Before the students begin to read one of the reading passage, the teacher asks the students to look at the question introduction line.
b. S; Scan	
When scan the passage, the teacher ask the students to look for the key word. Students may not find the exact words, but they might find words with similar meanings. Ask them to try to think of words that have meanings similar to the key words in the question and answer options.	
c.   R; Read
The teacher asks the students to read the passage as well. But when they read, read quickly. The students should not make any mark on their answer sheet until they have made a prediction based on all of the questions, scanned the passage looking for key words, answered the questions in your head, and read the passage to confirm your answer choices. The answer to the first question is found in the first part of the reading passage. The answer to the second question is found in the next part and so on. The questions follow the sequence of the passage.
d.   A; Answer 
The teacher asks the students to answer the question. Answer the easy questions first. If the students don’t know an answer, scan the passage again, look for the key words, read parts of the passage. If they still don’t know, ask them to guess. Do not leave any answer blank.
These strategies are easy to remember; just memorize PSRA: Predict, Scan, Read, Answer.	
3.   Concept of Narrative and Recount text
       PSRA strategy can be used in many kinds of text. Based on the syllabus in second semester for the eighth grade students, only two kinds of texts. Recount and Narrative.
1. Recount text
Recount is a text which retells events or experiences in the past. Its social  function is either to inform the purpose, to entertain or to retell the events to audience. There is no complication among the participants and that differentiates from narrative (Wahidi, 2009:4). Recount is a piece of text that retells past events, usually in the order in which they happened. The purpose of a recount is to give the audience a description of what accured and when it happened. According Wahidi (2009:4), there are three generics structure of recount. They are:
1. Orientation, introducing the participants, place and time.
2. Events, describing series of event that happened in the past.
3. Reorientation. Stating personal comment of the writer to the  story.
        2.   Narrative text
  According to Cooper (2000:13), narrative text tells a story and is the type  usually found in short stories and novels. Narrative text- often fiction in which the values are used to describe and / or to explain human behavior. Meanwhile, Wahidi (2009:7) states that narrative is a text focusing specific participants. It is social function is to tell stories or past events and entertain the readers. Narrative deals with problematic events which lead to a crisis or turning point of some kind, which in turn finds a resolution. The basic purpose of narrative is to entertain, to gain and hold a readers’ interest. There are five generics structure of narrative.They are: Orientation, evaluation, complication, resolution, reorientation. 
	The characteristics of narrative text are: tells a story, contains well-developed characters, contains a setting describing where or when the story takes places, contains a carefully fashioned plot with a problem and resolution, contains a theme that explains the meaning of the story, contains vocabulary used to enrich understanding of the story, may be written in first, second, or third person.  
4.   Teaching Procedures Using PSRA Strategy
       In teaching reading comprehension we can use PSRA strategy because this strategy is easy to remember by students, they only need to remember PSRA: Predict, Scan, read, Answer (Lougheed, 2007:281). The teacher to implement the procedures of PSRA strategy in helping students to do comprehending on reading stages. These reading stages are :
A.  Pre-reading 
1).  The teacher shows the PSRA strategy to students 
2).  Discuss students’ prior knowledge, using the PSRA strategy as a           
      tool to preview the chapter or text.
3).  The teacher asks the students to make prediction through look at     
      the introduction line and look at the question and answer options.
B.  During-reading
1). The teacher asks the students the activities fill in important    information as they read the text.
2). The teacher conforming and / or modify students’ predictions about the text. In this stage, the activities are focused on the keywords from the questions and answer options. 
C. Post-reading 
1). The students answer the questions on the answer sheet and having students guide test questions based on the PSRA strategy.
5.  Advantages of Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy 
Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy is useful to teach reading comprehension because it has some advantages:
1).  PSRA strategy is easy to apply in learning process, just memorize 
      PSRA: Predict Scan Read and Answer. 
2).  PSRA strategy will help the students predict what the passage about. 
3).  In predict will help the students establish a context for understanding 
      the passage and will improve reading score. 
4).  By using Predict Scan Read Answer, reading comprehension becomes 
easier and give the information for students how to answer the          questions (lougheed, 2007:279-281).
6.   Teaching Procedures by Using the Method That Usually Used by the   
     Teacher at SMP N 7 Palembang 
     According to (Cottel and Milis, 1993) as cited in Dimitros (2013:76), traditional teaching (or conventional) teaching method are teacher-centered and include the use of lectures and discussion while the problem solving element is presented by and/or discussed with the instructor; the syllabus, the teaching materials and the students assessment are determined by the tutor and transmitted to students in various lectures. 
      From the explanation above, it can be mentioned that the procedures of teaching reading comprehension through the method that usually used by the teacher at SMP N 7 Palembang are as follows: 
a. The teacher gave the text to the students
b. The teacher asked the students to read the text 
c. The teacher asked the students to analyze the text and the students find   
    the difficult word, discussed them
d. The teacher asked the students to answer the question based on the text.
B.   Previous Related Study 
 	There are two previous related studies that are related to this study. The first, the writer to take one of the these that the writer was entitled “Teaching Reading Comprehension Through PSRA strategy to the eighth grade students of SMP N 05 Pagar Alam” written by Aprianti (2013). This research intended to investigate reading comprehension achievement through PSRA strategy. The research was conducted in SMP N 05 Pagar Alam. The research method was experimental. The sample of the study was taken by using randomly. The result showed that PSRA strategy is very effective for teaching reading comprehension of the eighth grade students of SMP N 05 Pagar Alam. 
There are similarities and differences with the writer’s thesis. The similarity between the previous related study and this study is: this study also can helps students to read and comprehend effectively and efficiently what they read, use experimental group. The differently, in analyzing the data, the conversion percentage ranges and matched t-test is used by the previous study. The finding showed that p-output (sig 2 tailed) was 0.000 lower than 0.05 ad the t-value 15.956 was higher than t-table 1.9905. it could be stated null hypothesis (Ho) was rejected and the alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted.
The second study entitled “Teaching Reading Comprehension through OK4R Technique to the Eleventh Grade Students of State Senior High School 10 Palembang” it was written by Rukmana (2011). The purposes of this study is to prove that OK4R technique could make the sample students have better achievement in reading comprehension and the method was used experimental method. The result showed that OK4R is effective for teaching reading comprehension achievement to the eleventh grade students of state senior high school 10 Palembang.
There are similarities and differences with the writer’s thesis. The similarity between the previous study and this study is: (1) this study also can helps students to read and comprehen effectively and efficienly what they read, (2) this study will also use an experimental method. The sample was taken by using randomly. The finding showed that the p-output was 0.000 lower than 0.05 and the t value 12.823 was higher than t-table 1.6605. The differently, in analyzing the data, the percentage ranges and matched t-test. Meanwhile, in the previous study through OK4R technique in teaching reading comprehension, and this study will use Predict Scan Read Answer (PSRA) strategy in teaching reading comprehension. 


C.   Research Setting
       The research was conducted at SMP N 07 Palembang. SMP N 07Palembang is a boarding school oldest in Palembang. It is located at Jl. Jend.A. CHAPTER III
METHODS AND PROCEDURES

		  This chapter presents: (a) method of the study, (b) variables of the study, (c) operational definition, (d) population and sample, (e) techniques for collecting the data, and (f) techniques for analyzing data. 

A.   Method of the Study 
		   In this study, quasi experimental method was used.The design involved an experimental and a control group in which both were givenpretest and posttest which will be administered by using SPSS 16. The writer used quasi experimental design, non-equivalent pretest-posttest groups design.
		    In this study, there were experimentaland control groups. The experimental group was taught by using PSRA strategy. Meanwhile, the control group was taught the method that is usually used by the teacher. Each of them consisted of 80 students. The research design used in educational research can be represented as Best and khan (1995:151):

B.   Variables of the Study 
		According to Creswell (2012:112), a variable is a characteristic or attribute of an individual or an organization that (a) researchers can measure or observe and (b) varies among individuals or organizations studied. A variable is any characteristic or quality that varies among the members of a particular group (Fraenkel et. al, 2012:87).
		In this study, there are twovariables in this research, they are dependent variable and independent variable. According to Creswell (2012:115-116), a dependent variable is an attribute or characteristic that is dependent on or influenced by the independent variable. An independent variable is an attribute or characteristic that influences or affects an outcome or dependent variable. So, The independent variable in this study was the use of PSRA strategy, and the dependent variable of this study was the students’ reading achievement.

C.   Operational Definitions

		First, teaching means showing somebody how to do something, or give somebody information about a particular subject or to help somebody learn something. 
	Second, reading is principally for understanding the message in the text. In reading, the reader tries to understand what the writer wishes to communicate through the text. After that, the terms “comprehension” includes understanding the information in the text as well as changing the knowledge one used to understand the text in the first place. So, Reading comprehension is a multicomponent, highly complex process that involves many interactions between readers and what they bring to the text. It means that  reading comprehension involves all of the elements of the reading process.
   Third, PSRA is often used to organize way in teaching reading comprehension, just memorized Predict, Scan, Read, Answer. Beside that strategy is a method or plan chosen to bring about a desired future, such as achievement of a goal or solution to solve a problem. So, PSRA strategy is one of reading comprehension strategies that can help students comprehend the text.
D.   Population and Sample 
		   1.   Population 
		 According to Arikunto (2010:173), population is all of investigated subject. If someone wants to investigate all of the elements in  research area, her research is population research. Creswell (2012:142) states that a population is a group of individuals who have the same characteristic.
		 The population of this study wasall the eighth grade students of SMPN 7 Palembang in the second semester of academic years 2013/2014. There are 359 students which consist of nine classes. The population of the study was described in Table 4.

E.   Techniques for Collecting the Data
		    In colleting the data, the writer used a written test; pretest and posttest. 
1.   Tests
       Test is the instrument or procedure is used to know something in the situation, with the role (Arikunto, 2010:266).  And (Brown, 2000:384) stated that a test is method of measuring a person’s ability, knowledge, and performance in a given domain. In this study, there were two kinds of test that were given to the students. They were pre-test and post-test. 
a. Pretest 
	    The pre-test was given before doing the treatment to the experimental and control groups. Pre-test is given to find out the students ability in responding the conducted before the treatment was given.
b. Post-test  
     Post-test was given at the end of treatment to the experimental and control groups. 
	2.   Research instrument analysis
	      a.   Validity Test
			Validity is one of measurement that shows the steps of validation on instrument. One instrument that is valid have high validity, contrast with instrument that is invalids, it is mean it have low validity (Arikunto, 2010:211). Meanwhile, Fraenkel, et. al (2012:147) states taht validity refers to the appropriateness, meaningfulness, correctness, and usefulness of the inferences a researcher makes. Validity test is done to know whether the instruments which are going to be used for pretest and posttest are valid or not. In doing this test, the writer took sample from grade students of MTs. Ahliyah 1 and the school where this research study will be done is at SMP N 7 Palembang. In order to ensure each items of reading test was valid, the writer used SPSS computer program to calculate the validity of the reading test. There are 3 kind validities to be used, they are construct validity, validity test of each questions item and content validity.
1.   Construct Validity
      According to Hughes (1989:26), construct validity is a test, part of a test, or a testing technique is said to have construct validity if it can be demonstrated that it measures just the ability which it is supposed to measure. In this research study, there were three validators to validate the research instrument. The three validators were Annisa Astrid, M. Pd as the first validator, M. Holandyah, M. Pd as the second validator, and Manalullaili, M. Ed as the third validator.
        The first validator Annisa Astrid, M. Pd asked the writer to revised lesson plan in experiment class and some questions. The second validator M. Holandyah, M. pd asked to give clear direction and criteria scoring, and third validator Manlullaili, M. Ed asked to add kind of texts in test instrument.
       From the three validators, it could be stated that instrument test and lesson plan were appropriate to apply for the research.  

	2.   Validity test of each questions item 
       In this study, the writer had already tried out her research instruments to 30 students of MTs Ahliyah 1 Palembang which contains 15 males and 15 females. There were 60 questions given to the students. The result of the test was analyzed using Pearson Correlation formula. From Pearson Correlation formula, it was also found that there were only forty test items from sixty were valid. The result analysis of validity of each question item usingPearson Correlation in SPSS 16 was found that there were 19 questions considered invalid. They are questions item number 1, 7, 8, 11, 16, 20, 22, 28, 33, 39, 42, 45, 47, 50, 52, 55, 58, 59, 60 since the score of significance are lower than 0.361. Then, 41 questions item were considered valid. They are questions item number 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 9, 10,12, 13, 14, 15, 17, 18, 19, 21, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27, 29, 30, 31, 32, 34, 35, 36, 37, 38, 40, 41, 43, 44, 46, 48, 49, 51, 53, 54, 56, 57 since the score of significance are higher than 0.361. Since there were 41 questions are considered valid, the writer just took 40 valid questions item and one item was deleted. The result analysis of validity test in each questions item was described in Table 6.

             b.   Reliability Test 
       According to Fraenkel, et. al (2012:154), reliability refers to the consistency of the scores obtained how consistens they are for each individual from one administration of an instrument to another and from one set of items to another. To know the reliability of the test used in this study, the writer calculated the students’ score by using Pearson Product Moment Correlation found in SPSS 16 (Statistical Package for the Social Science) program. The test was indicated reliable whenever the p-output was higher than 0.70. Reliability test measures whether research instrument used for pre-test and post-test activity reliable or not. 
        In this study, the test was used Test Retest Method. According to Fraenkel, et. al (2012:155), the test re-test method involves administering the same test twice to the same group after a certain time interval has elapsed. The test instrument consisted of 40 question items in multiple choices to the eighth grade students from the one school twice with the same question items at different times. The result of try out analysis of the test at MTs Ahliyah 1 Palembang was described in Table 8.

        According to Fraenkel and Wallen (1990:136), the test score is considered reliable whenever the reliability coefficient of test score should be at least 0.70 and preferably higher. Then, the score in test 1 and test 2 were analyzed used Pearson Correlation Formula SPSS program. From the calculation, it was found that the coefficient reliability of the reading test items was 0.716 which higher than 0.70. Therefore, it could be stated that the test was considered reliable.The result analysis of reliability test was described in Table 9.

      The research was conducted at the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang. In this research, the writer did treatment by using PSRA strategy for experimental group and method that usually used by teacher at the eighth grade of SMP N 7 Palembang for control group. Experimental and control groups taught for 12 meetings with different text title.In the study, the writer took the reading text from the appropriate English textbook.
a. Readability Test
      According to Holandyah (2013:180), readability test is done to know what level of reading texts to appropriate level of students’ class in comprehending the reading texts. The categories of the texts are put in the description of readability table including text title, kind of text and text statistics: number of sentence, words per sentence, character per word, flesh per ease score and text level. Readability test can be measured using readability test which can be assessed in http//www.readabilityformulas.com. Result of readability test was described in Table 10.

F.   Techniques for Analyzing the Data 
        This part describes the methods of data analyses employed in the present study. Data obtained from the test (pre-test and post-test). In analyzing the data obtained from the text, the writer used the following stages:
1.   Data descriptions 
	        In data descriptions, there are two analyses to be done. They are: (a) distribution of frequency data, and (b) description statistics. 
a.   Distribution of Frequency Data  
        In distributions of frequencydata, the students’ score, frequency, percentage were achieved. The distributions of frequency data were got from the students’ pretest scores in control group, the students’ posttest scores in control group, the students’ pretest scores in experimental group, and the students’ posttest scores in experimental group. 
b.     Descriptive Statistics
		 In descriptive statistics, number of sample, the score of minimal, maximal, mean, standard deviation were obtained. Descriptive statistics were obtained from students’ pretestscores in control group and students’ posttest scores in control group, students’ pretest score in experimental group, and students’ posttest score in experimental group.  

2.  Prerequisite Analysis     
       Before analyzing the obtained data, pre-requisite analysis should be done to see whether or not the data was normal and homogeny. The obtained data were got from students’ pretest and posttest scores in both groups (experimental and control).  
a.   Normality Test 
      Normality test was used to measure students’ pretest and posttest scores in control and experimental groups. Normality test was used to measure the obtained data whether it was normal or not. The data can be classified into normal whether the p-output is higher than 0.025 (Basrowi, 2007:85). In measuring normality test, sample Kolmogronov  Smirnov in SPSS was used. 
b.   Homogeneity Test 	
	Homogeneity test was used to measure the obtained data whether it was homogen or not. The score was categorized homoogeny when the p-output was higher than mean significant difference at 0.05 levels (Basrowi, 2007:106). The homogeneity test was used to measure students’ pretest and posttest scores in control and experimental groups. In measuring homogeneity test, Levene Statistics in SPSS was used. 

	
3.  Hypothesis Testing 
       To measure a significant difference on students’ reading comprehension achievement taught using PSRA strategy and teacher’s method that usually used by teacher at the eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang, Independent sample t-test was used. A significant difference on students’ reading comprehension score is found when the p-output was lower than 0.05 level. 












CHAPTER IV
FINDINGS AND INTERPRETATION

This chapter presents: (a) findings and (b) interpretations. 
A. Findings
The findings of this study wereto find out: (1) data descriptions, (2) prerequisite analysis, and (3) result of hypothesis testing. 
1. Data Descriptions
In the data descriptions, distribution of data frequencyand descriptive statistics were analyzed.
a).  Distribution of Data Frequency 
	In the distribution of data frequency, score, frequency, and percentage were analyzed. The scores were got from: (a) pretest scores in control group, (b) posttest scores in control group, (c) pretest scores in experimental group, and (d) posttest scores in experimental group. 
       (1).  Students’ Pretest Scores in Control Group

	From the table analysis, it was found that the p-output was 0.000 and the t-value was 13.956. Since the p-output was lower than 0.05 level and the t-value was higher than critical value of t-table (1.9908). it can be stated that there was a significant difference on students’reading comprehension achievement taught using PSRA strategy and method that usually used by teacher os SMP N 7 Palembang.
B.    Interpretation
         Based on the findings which have been described in the previous section, some interpretations were made as follows: First, the writer had already chosen the population in eighth grade students of SMP N 7 Palembang and then the writer had already chosen the sample in eighth grade students at VIII.4 and VIII.5, both of the classes had 40 students. There were 17 females and 23 males in VIII.4 and there were 18 females and 22 males in VIII.5. The mean of pretest score in VIII.4 was higher than VIII.5 (see appendix). The researcher choose VIII.4 as a control group and VIII.5 as an experimental group because the mean score of VIII.5 in the pretest score was lower than VIII.4, and the class was available and suitable to do experiment, so VIII.5 needed to increase the ability on students’ reading comprehension.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]The process of treatment in control group showed that the students felt bored and difficult to comprehend the text. On the other hand, the process in experimental group showed that PSRA was the strategy that made the students feel enjoyable in learning process because easy to be applied by the students.
Second, based on the result of the posttest score in control and experimental groups, it was showed that progression from the pretest in control and experimental groups to the posttest in control and experimental groups. The mean scores of pretest-posttest in control group (see appendix) was different 30.6 points and the mean scores of pretest-posttestin experimental (see appendix) was different 32.8 points. The students’s posttest mean score in experimental group taught using PSRA strategy was higher than the students’ posttest mean score in control group taught using method (Discussion) that usually used by the teacher of SMP N 7 Palembang.
Third, the writer analyzed the normality of the sample data of the pretest and posttest between control and experimental groups to prove the sample of the data were in normality or not. To analyze the normality test, one sample Kolmogorov Smirnov test was used. From the analyzed, it was found that the p-output of students’ pretest and posttest scores in control group was higher 0.05. It could be interpreted that the samples were taken by the writer had the same capability and same level of comprehension.
Fourth, the writer analyzed the homogeneity test to measure whether it was homogeny or not. From the result, it was found that the p-output of pretest and posttest scores in control and experimental groups was higher than 0.05 (see appendix). It can be interpreted that the samples were taken by the writer have the same characteristics, it means the students had same level in comprehend the text and answer the question.
There were some factors that made PSRA strategy was better than method (discussion) in teaching reading. First, this strategy is easy to be applied by students in learning reading, just memorized predict, scan, read, answer. Second, it can also motivate the students’ interest in learning reading because they have known the strategy to answer the questions. Moreover, it can make the students independence from dictionary and the last the students would not spend much time in answering the questions. It is related to Lougheed (2007:281) said that PSRA strategy is an important strategy for reading comprehension is learning to approach a passage in an organized way. First make prediction about the passage, then scan it, next read it, and finally answer the questions. PSRA is one strategy in teaching reading comprehension that can be used by the teacher of English, Therefore, learning reading text by using PSRA strategy was more interesting than method (Discussion) that usually used by the teacher of SMP N 7 Palembang.
The last, from the result analysis of measuring a significant difference from students’ posttest score in experimental and control groups, it was found that the value of t-obtained was 13.956 and the p-output was 0.000. it could be interpreted that there was a significant difference on students’ posttest score taught by using PSRA strategy and the group of student were not taught by using PSRA strategy. Since the value of t-obtained was higher that t-table (df=78=1.9908) and the p-output was lower than 0.05 level. So, the null hypothesis (Ho) was rejected and the alternative hypothesis (Ha) was accepted.



CHAPTER V
CONCLUSIONS AND SUGGESTIONS

This chapter presents (a) conclusions and (b) suggestions based on the findings and interpretation in the previous chapter. 
A.  Conclusion 
  Based on the findings and interpretation in the previous chapter, it can be concluded that the result of the study showed that there was a significant difference from students’ posttest scores in control group taught using teacher’s method (Discusssion) that usually used by teacher of SMP N 7 Palembang and experimental group taught using PSRA strategy because the result of mean score in experimental group was higher than the mean score in control group. Since the p-output (0.000) was lower than 0.05 level and the t-value was higher than critical value of t-table. So, it can be stated that the alternative hypotheses (Ha) was accepted and the null hypotheses (Ho) was rejected.
B.    Suggestions
         Based on the conclusion above, the writer would like to give some suggestions for the teachers of English to make teaching and learning process more interesting and more effective. 
1. For the teacher of English especially of SMP N 7 Palembang to choose  appropriate and interesting strategy in order to make students feel enjoy during learning process. 
2. For the students, PSRA strategy also can help students to learn English well and can help the students interested and comprehend what they have learnt. In addition to encourage the students at SMP N 7 Palembang to have more interesting way to active in learning English, especially in reading comprehension. 
3. For the next researchers. Hopefully, this study can be useful for the other researchers as their theoretical reference and apply this strategy in teaching reading.
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
