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CHAPTER II
LITERATURE REVIEW
In this chapter, the writer presents (1) theoretical description; (2) previous related study; and (3) research setting.

A. Theoretical Description
In this part, it deals with; (1) teaching English vocabulary; (2) principles of teaching vocabulary; (3) important of vocabulary; (4) definition of snowball throwing technique; (5) teaching procedures using snowball throwing technique; and (6) teaching procedures using teacher’s method.

1. Teaching English Vocabulary

a. Concept of Teaching 
According to Harmer (1996:107), teaching is the 'Transmission' of knowledge from teacher to student . Based on Oxford Advanced Learner’s Dictionary (2010: 1587), teaching is to give lessons to the students in a school, college, university and to help somebody learn something by giving information about it.

Teaching is the process of transferring, guiding and sharing the knowledge and skills between the teacher and students. The objectives of teaching English to Indonesian students is that the students are able to communicate in English both orally and in writing. To achieve the objective, the students should have the four language skills, such as listening, speaking, reading and writing. Furthermore, Brown (2000: 7) states:

Teaching is guiding and facilitating learning, for enabling the learners to learn, setting conditions for learning, the teacher’s understanding of how the learner learns will determine his or her philosophy of education, teaching style, approach, methods and techniques. Moreover, teaching may be defined as showing or helping someone to learn how to do something, giving instructions, guiding in the study of something, providing with knowledge, causing to know or understand.
Accoording Al-Quran surah Al-Imran verse: 164 and Al-Alaq verse: 5 are suggested to teach in appropriate ways such as dialogue:
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“... and teaching them the book and wisdom, although they had been before in manifest error”. (Surah Al-Imran verse: 164) 
Based on the verse above, God really gave advantages and favors to all the believers in general and those who believe the Prophet together especially, because God sent a messengger from among themselves, so that they are easy to understand spoken and can watch his behavior to be followed and emulated his deeds. Prophet Muhammad recited verses directly Greatness of Allah sanctify them in charity and faith, and teach them (the Qur’an) as well as the laws of God. Whereas before the arrival of the apostle obviously they in error.
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“... God teaches human what human do not know (Surah Al-Alaq verse: 5)
Based on the verse above, Allah teaches human to read everything that can increase human’s science. In order, they know about something that they never know before.
Teaching English is not the same as teaching other subject such as mathematics, natural sciences, and so on. Teachers of English are required to have not only linguistic competence but also communicative competence. It is impossible for a teacher to be a model if she or he cannot speak or write in the language, how the students can get success in learning English if the teachers are not professional with their abilities.

From the explanation above, it can be assumed that teaching is the process of transfer the knowledge, guide, combines the knowledge of education, and structured classroom situations by the teacher to the students to help them in using and understand language, especially help the students to improve their vocabulary. There are four planning component of teaching. They are the content, process, products, and environment. The content is what is taught; the processes are two fold how that content is taught and how the students interact with the content; the products relate to the ones the teacher make as teaching aids, and product that the students make to demonstrate their understanding of learning (Whitton, et al, 2004:118).
In learning process, teaching in the school teachers should provide students with opportunities to explore and experiment in a stable and supportive atmosphere. Teacher’s job is to provoke intellectual activity by helping them to be aware of contrasting ideas and concepts, which they can resolve by themselves-though still with the teacher’s guidance. So that to achieve the goals of teaching and learning process the teacher should have variation methods and media for teaching process so that the students can get the idea of the lesson.
b. Definition of Vocabulary 
Vocabulary plays an important role in improving our skills in English. It becomes one of aspects for improving communication skill. Without having enough vocabularies, communication will end up in unpleasant situation and make the students difficult to continue their sentences or ideas. Therefore it is highly essential for English teacher to help their students in mastering vocabulary.

There are definitions of vocabulary given by experts; Renandya and Richards (2002:255) states that is a core component of language proficiency and provides much of the basis for how well learners speak, listen, read, and write.. According to Bromley (2007:528) defines vocabulary is a principle contributor to , fluency, and achievement”. 
From the definition, it can be assumed that vocabulary is a component of language proficiency and principle contributor to comprehension, fluency, and achievement.
c. Kinds of Vocabulary
According to Read (2000: 18) there are two big divisions of words:

1. Function words 

Function words are word that must be learned in connection with use in the sentence. These kinds of words such as;

a) Noun determiners

Common kinds determiners include definite and indefinite articles (the and a/an), demonstrative (this and that), possessive determiners (my and their), and quantifiers (many, few and several).
b) Auxiliaries

The auxiliaries is a semantic coloring to verbs carrying the full burden of lexical meaning (can, could, had better, may, might, must, ought to, shall, should, will, would).
c) Qualifiers

A word or phrase that precedes an adjective or adverb, increasing or decreasing the quality signified by the word in modifiers (very, quite, rather, somewhat, more, most, less, least, too, so, just, enough, indeed, still, almost, fairly, really, pretty, even, a bit, a little, a (whole) lot, a good deal, a great deal, kind of, sort of) although some of these words have other functions.
d) Preposition

Preposition is word as one of the parts of speech and a member of a closed word class that shows the relationship between a noun or pronoun and other words in sentence. Prepositions convey the following relationships; agency (by), comparison (like, a…as), direction (to, toward, through), place (at, by, on), possession (of), purpose (for), source (from, out of), and time (at, before, on).
e) Coordinators 

Like propositions, the coordinator or conjunctions are members of a small class that have no characteristic form (but yet, and, or, nor, for).
f) Interrogators

Interrogator (interrogative) is a question word used to ask, such as, what, when, where, who, why and how.
g) Sentence linkers

Linkers are words that relate one idea or sentence of the text with another. They connect the ideas logically (because, similarity, moreover, immediately, for example, therefore, in brief, when, but in spite of all, such as).
2. Content words

Content words or lexical words are words whose meaning is recorded in dictionaries and often stated by means of definitions, synonyms, antonyms and contextual explanation. These kinds of words are;
a) Nouns 

Noun is one of the most importance parts of speech. Its arrangement with the verb helps to form the sentence core which is essential to every complete sentence (flowers, girl, boy, woman, man, joy, teacher, book, cap, shoes, one, sugar, orange, apple, kite, doll). 
b) Verbs 

A verb is a word that tells or asserts something about a person or thing (kick, meet, play, go, walk, cook, sleep, wash, eat, sit, put, cut, make, tell, speak, ring).
c) Adjectives 

Adjective is a modifier that has the grammatical property of comparison (beautiful, ugly, good, bad, lazy, tidy, diligent, handsome, careful, interesting, brave, tall, short, fat, and thin).

d) Adverbs 

Adverbs are words that modify a verb (he drove slowly), an adjective (he drove a very fast car), and another adverb (she moved quite slowly down the aisle).
From the statements above the writer concludes that vocabulary is a list of words with their meanings that accompanies a text book in a foreign language. So, it is important to teach vocabulary first to the students. Vocabulary plays a significant role in supporting the mastery of language skills such as listening, reading, speaking, and writing which are called by four skills of language. In order to communicate well in language, students should acquire an adequate number of words and should know how to use them accurately.

2. Principles of Teaching English Vocabulary
Young learners learn differently from adult, especially in learning vocabulary. Reffering to the characteristics of young learners in learning vocabulary, they respond to meaning even if they do not understand individual words; they often learn indirectly; they learnt everything around them rather than only focusing on the precise topic they are taught; they have a curiosity and enthusiasm about the world around them; their understanding comes not only from explanation but also from what they see, hear, and interact every day. 
According to Sokmen in Schmitt (2000:146) there are surveys explicit vocabulary teaching and highlights a number of key principles:
a. Building a large sight of vocabulary.

b. Integrating new words with previous words.

c. Providing a number of encounters with a word.

d. Promoting deep level of processing.

e. Facilitating imaging.

f. Making new word “real” by connecting them to the student’s word in some way.

g. Using variety techniques.

h. Encouraging independent learning strategies.
According to Kamil and Hiebert (2005:102) there are principles that characterized effective vocabulary instruction:

a. Effective vocabulary instruction provides both definitional and contextual information about a word.

b. Effective instruction requires that children engage in deep processing of each word, including generating information that ties the new word to already known information.

c. Effective instruction involves multiple exposures to each word.
There are many ways and principles for us to teach new items of vocabulary. But, Schmitt (2002:142) argued that “There is no “right” or “best” way to teach vocabulary. The best practice in any situation will depend on the type of student, the words are targeted, the school system and curriculum, and many others factor.” So, we should selective on choosing the best technique to present new vocabulary that suitable with condition of our students and the curriculum.
3. Importance of Vocabulary
The importance of vocabulary is beyond doubt knowledge of word meaning is even assessed (Shanahan, 2006:23). Vocabulary can be defined as “the words we must know to communicate effectively: words in speaking (expressive vocabulary) and words in listening (receptive vocabulary)” (Neuman & Dwyer, in Bintz (2011:44)). Someone can understand what other people say (listening skill), they can understand the written words (reading skill) and in written from (writing skill) by mastering vocabulary. The statement above shows that vocabulary must be mastered by people in learning integrating the four aspects of language skills, such as listening, speaking, reading, and writing.
According to Bintz (2011:46), there are two of the most important findings related to vocabulary learning are (1) that reading is the single most important factor in increased word knowledge, and (2) that a rich vocabulary increases comprehension and learning. 

4. Definition of Snowball Throwing Strategy
Snowball throwing is one of active learning model which in practice involves a lot of students (Bayor in Darusmin (2012:2)). According Saminanto in Nurmala (2012:11) snowball throwing is one of strategy in cooperative learning, because cooperative learning can be applied to almost any assignment in any curriculum for any learner. Snowball throwing is learning model to train students to more responsive to receive messages from other students in the form of snowball made of paper, convey to messages to his friends in the group, and the teacher can apply snowball throwing for improving the vocabulary (Widodo in Sutoro (2012:13))
Snowball throwing strategy is not just a one-sided exercise in which teacher throwing the questions and students answers the questions. Teachers are perhaps the most consistent activity used by classroom teachers that provides frequent. Teachers should use snowball throwing technique to demonstrate effective remembers word habits to students, snowball to students is a recommended practice in classroom that purported to enhance vocabulary growth. It can be assumed that snowball throwing strategy is not only teaching a student how way of remember word, but teach the students want to understand about the meaning of word.  
Learning environment and management system of cooperative learning for snowball throwing are provide opportunities for learning democracy, enhance the appreciation of students on academic learning and changing norms related to achievement, prepare students to learn about collaboration and social skill through active participation of learner in small groups, provide opportunities for active participation in the process of learning and learners in an interactive dialogue, create a climate of positive socio-emotional, facilitate learning to live together, foster productivity in the group, changing role of teachers becomes center stage performance of group activities, raise awareness on the importance of learners in the social aspects of the individual. 

From the point above, it can be assumed that cooperative learning for snowball throwing is a learning system that prioritizes the opportunities for the active participation of learners in the learning and interactive dialogue, because in the snowball throwing students get the opportunity to give answer question from other, then the students are required to participate actively in class. One of the action model of cooperative learning is group interaction.

5. Teaching Procedures using Snowball Throwing Strategy
This strategy is not difficult to apply. The role is very simple to the subject under study when the play this strategy. The role of teaching snowball throwing strategy can play like a game. It can be explained as below (Suprijono (2013:128)):

Students will have fun locating the answers to questions after tossing wards of paper across the room.

a) First, teachers deliver the material to be presented

b) Second, teachers form groups and calling each group leader to provide an explanation of the matter

c) Third, each group heads back to each group, and then explain the material presented by the teacher to his friend.

d) Fourth, each student was given a worksheet, to write down a question concerning any matter which has been described by the leader of the group

e) Fifth, The paper then made ​​into a ball and thrown from one student to another student for 15 minutes

f) Sixth, Once students get one ball / one question is given the opportunity to students to answer questions that are written in spherical paper are alternately

g) Teachers provide conclusions.
h) Evaluation
This strategy to improving student skill especially in speaking skill and vocabulary achievement. You can improve the student listening skill by mixing this strategy. So the step will be change when the student get the ball and answering the question from the teacher, another student try to listen what the student that get the ball said and write down on the piece of paper. After the class the student should submit it. So the teacher are measure the student listening skill and vocabulary achievement.

6. Teaching Procedures using Teacher’s Method 
Conventional or traditional teaching is based largely on a reduction of integrated process of using a foreign language into sub-sets of discrete skills and areas of knowledge (Boumova, 2008:10). Power and responsibility are held by the teacher and they play the role of instructor (in the form of lectures) and decision maker (in regard to curriculum content and specific outcomes). They regard students as having ‘knowledge holes’ that need to be filled with information. In short, the traditional teacher views that it is the teacher that causes learning to occur.
According to Harris and Johnson (2002:1) the traditional teaching approaches are generally teacher-directed an follow book step of activities and demontrations. It assumed, traditional method is concerned with the teacher being controller of the learning enviroment.
From the able theories, the procedures of teacher’s method are applied as follows: 
a) First, the teachers deliver the material to be presented;

b) Second, the teacher give task or exercise from the book;

c) Then the students follow the book steps of vocabulary activities;

d) Last, the teacher provide conclusions.
B. Previous Related Study
The writer found out two previous studies which are related to the writer’s present study. The first previous study entitles’ "The implementation of Snowball Throwing Technique models to improve students' reading comprehension at the seventh grade students of MTsN Jetis Ponorogo in 2011/2012 academic year". The thesis was written by Rahmadini.
This previous study investigated whether results in snowball throwing technique models to improve students’ reading comprehension research, past and present, can be transferred to genuine classroom situations and whether the snowball throwing strategy models also effects the motivation of the learners. The result of this research is that the snowball throwing strategy models enhances reading comprehension retention to a great extent compared with comparison groups, and that it has a beneficial effect on the motivation of the learners. This led to the suggestion of further research into the snowball throwing strategy models and especially current teaching methodology, since available research so far tends to be inconclusive. There is similarity and a difference between this research and the writer presents. The similarity is on the independent variable that is using the snowball throwing technique models and the differences are focus reading comprehension and on conducting the research. 
Second previous study entitles’ “Using snowball throwing model to increase speaking ability of the second year students of SMP N 21 Pekanbaru” the thesis was written by Deni Kurnianengih Darusmin, Syofia, Delfi, and Masyhur.

The objective of the study is to determine whether the model could increase speaking ability of the second year students of SMP N 21 Pekanbaru and what factor influence it. The results of research using snowball throwing model, it can increase students' speaking ability of the second year students of SMP N 21 Pekanbaru. So, the method worked in most of student. The similarity between this previous and present study is on the independent variable, the previous study using snowball throwing as one of model performance or strategy and also the population of this research using 40 students as research subjects. The differences are focus on speaking ability, and on conducting the research. 
C. Research Setting
MIN 2 Palembang is located at Jl. Inspektur Marzuki KM. 4.5 Pakjo Palembang. MIN 2 is A for accreditation. It has a good environment. MIN 2 Palembang  is a  conducive condition and suitable for studying. MIN 2 have 496 students and 18 teachers

The building of this school is good enough; moreover, there are some classes, which have been renovated by the government. MIN 2 Palembang have twelve classrooms, one office, one UKS, one library, one  canteen, and three toilets.

The headmistress of this school is Budiman, S.Pd. MM. Pd. This school has twelve class guardians, one sport teacher, and one Moslem religious teacher. English is given in the 3th grade up to 6th grade students. The curriculum used in this school is Characteristic . This curriculum requires teachers of each lesson to be active to manage the material based on the syllabus. The method that is used by the teachers in this school is making the process of teaching and learning more interesting, enjoyable and fun. It means that the teaching process contains a little of fun so that the students will not be bored. The teachers use this method because they think that they cannot force the students to be serious during the learning process. It will make the student easy to get bored moreover get a stress. The other reason is that by using this method the students can accept the material easily. 

There are some extracurricular activities in this school. They are Art activity, religious activity and scout. MIN 2 Palembang has vision and mission. The vision of this Elementary school is preparing the students to be a faith, good-fearing and virtuous person. The missions of MIN 2 Palembang are improving the learning activity optimally, doing active, creative and enjoyable learning process, developing the potential of the students based on their talent and ability and the last mission is implanting the students to care with another and improving the spirit of all the school community.

The advantages of this technique :

· This technique can make the players or in this case the students more adroit and their ability about memorizing the English vocabulary is more increased because they learn in an enjoyable way.

· Fun in learning with snowball throwing technique brings real word context in to the classroom and enhances students to use English in flexible communicative way.

It can make students relax and fun to study.

The teaching learning process more attractive

The teacher more easy to teach about the vocabulary

Disadvantages of this technique :

· This technique need a lot of time to finish all the picture, because if the student can not answer so the teacher should continue to another student.

· The teacher should control the situation of classroom, this technique will make  situation  more crowded because the student will scream when the ball running.
SNOWBALL THROWING

Langkah- langkah

1. Guru menyampaikan materi yang akan disajikan;
2. Guru membentuk kelompok-kelompok dan memanggil masing-masing ketua kelompok untuk memberikan penjelasan tentang materi;
