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ABSTRACT

Writing is one of the most important skills that should be mastered by the students. From writing students can explore their mind and give information to the readers. This study aimed to find the difficulties faced by tenth grade students in SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang in writing recount text. This research was used qualitative research approach, specifically a case study design, used to explore the difficulties faced by tenth grade students in writing recount text. This study was used homogeneous sampling to select the participants from the tenth grade class, six students were selected as participants who have difficulties in writing recount texts. Data collection involved interviews and documentation. Thematic analysis was used to analyzing the data. The result of the study showed that students encountered difficulties when writing recount text such as lack of vocabulary in writing, lack of generating generic structure of recount text and incorrect grammatical uses. The result of this study helped the teacher to find out their student’s difficulties in writing recount text and then this research give contribution for English teacher to pay attention more when teaching writing especially recount text. Additionally, this research made the students aware of their difficulties in writing recount text appropriately and this research will motivate the students to make their writing better.

Language cannot be separated from human life because language is one of important tools. According to Algeo (2010), a language is a system of conventional vocal sign by means of which human beings communicate. Language and people have a relationship because the development and growth of language walk together with the development of people’s lives. People use language to communicate to each other in daily life. Amberg & Vause (2009) state that language is a foremost means of communication which is    communication almost always takes place within social life. Language also used to express ideas, opinion, thoughts and feelings. In summary, language is an indispensable aspect of human existence, serving as a vital tool for communication and expression.
English is one of language which is used by many people to communicate to each other. Algeo (2010) define that English has become the most widespread language in the world. In Indonesia, English is taken as a foreign language. One of the examples is an international language which has  an important role in education area. According to Harmer (2007), English as a foreign language tends to be learn so that people can use English when travelling or communicating with other people who speaks English. In indonesia, English is taught as a foreign language in school from elementary up to university.

In conclusion, English is a widely used language globally, with Indonesia considering it a foreign language. It plays a crucial role in education, with English taught from elementary to university levels, enabling communication and travel with English-speaking individuals.
In learning English, it always relates to the four skills. According to Choudhury (2013) the four core of language skills are listening, speaking, reading and writing. However in this research, the researcher only focuses on productive skills especially in writing. Hossain (2015) state that writing skills is a productive skills and useful tool for learning process. In learning English, writing skills is very important to students because it is the most used skill in evaluating students’ performance in almost all levels of education. In conclusion, this research focuses on productive writing skills, as they are  crucial for students' performance evaluation at all levels of education, as they are a key component of the four core language skills.
Writing is one of the most important skills that have to be mastered by the students. From writing students can explore their mind and give information to the readers. According to Brown (2001), state that writing is a thinking process. The phrase "writing is a thinking process" refers to the idea that writing is not merely a means of conveying thoughts and ideas; rather, it is a cognitive process that helps individuals develop and refine their thinking. When people engage in the act of writing, people are forced to organize our thoughts, analyze information, and make connections between different concepts. According to Harmer (2004), writing along with speaking, listening and reading, is one of the most important skills in language learning. Writing is one of the

language skills to share ideas what students think (Hinkel, 2004) . And then, 	writing also plays an important role in the students learning process. Writing is 	very important, because communication is not only oral language, but even 	written language. Therefore, students should improve their writing and practice 	a lot to make meaningful writing. Rasulullah SAW also told us to write in a 	hadits : "When you hear something (of knowledge) then write it down even on a 	wall." (Reported by Abu Khaitsamah in Al-Ilmu no.146). The students should 	comprehend the structure   and materials in writing, because it is the key to make 	good writing. In brief, writing is an important skill for students because it 	allows them to develop their brains while also conveying information to 	readers. As a result, students should practice and enhance their writing skills in 	order to produce meaningful and effective communication. Furthermore, 
Students must learn and understand some of English texts in the first grade of Senior High School. According to Hermawan (2022) in English subject, 10th grade high school students will study four texts: descriptive text, recount text, narrative text, and exposition text. As a result, recount text is one of the elements that must be taught to students in school, and it is critical that students learn and grasp the components of recount text thoroughly. In conclusion, students must comprehend English text in the first grade of senior high school, including narrative, exposition, recount and descriptive texts. In the classroom, students need to fully understand the components of recount texts, which are an essential learning tool.
Recount text is a text type which is similar to narrative text. Darla & Zitnay (2012) state that recount is one of non fiction text types because it is tell about a specific person or event. It is a factual and chronological account of events that occurred in a specific order or sequence. In a recount text, the writer provides a detailed description of what happened, often using a first-person or third-person narrative style. According to Wardiman (2008), there are generic structures such as orientation, events, and re-orientation. First, orientation is background information needed to understand the text, such as who was involved, where it happened, and when it happened. Second events are a series of events, ordered in a chronological sequence. Then, re-orientation is a personal comment about the event or what happened in the end. Recount is a non-fiction story detailing a specific person or event in a specific order or sequence. It uses generic structures like orientation, events, and re-orientation to provide background information, chronological succession of events, and personal opinions on the event's outcome.
Based on the syllabus for Senior High School  at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang, there are some types of text that should be learned by the students such as descriptive text, recount text, narrative text and so on. In this research, the researcher decides to choose recount text among the texts because it helps students are able to retelling their experience. According to Gerot and Wignel (1994), recount is retelling past events in order to entertain or to inform what have already happened. It means that recount text is the text that retells past events in order in which they happened.
Based on the preliminary study during the third internship that the researcher conducted at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang on the year 2023, he had checked the results of students' writing about recount text that has been done by students. It was found that the students’ scores were below the learning objective achievement criteria or KKTP ( Kriteria Ketercapaian Tujuan Pembelajaran ) . Half of the number of students in the class get a score below 50. After that, the researcher confirmed the data with the English teacher who taught the class, and it was confirmed that students had difficulty in writing recount text. Then, the researcher interviewed the teacher, it was confirmed that she was not satisfied with the results of the recount texts done by the tenth grade students. In conclusion based on data, the researcher confirmed that the students still had problems in writing recount text and the The English teacher said that there are still difficulties when students write recount texts.
There was several previous studies related to this study, the first is study by Purnomo (2023), he showed that Students faced seven difficulties in writing narrative texts: expressing ideas, grammar and spelling, structure or organization, vocabulary and spelling, and in grammar and vocabulary. Secondly, a study by Ariani (2023), she found that this research aimed to analyze students’ difficulties in writing recount text at the 8th grade students Based on the result of the research, the most difficult aspects of writing recount encountered by the students were in term of grammar, and then followed by the use of verb, capitalization, the use of to be, punctuation, spelling, preposition, and vocabulary. The last was study by Harris (2014)  From the results of this study, it found that the difficulties faced by students when writing recount texts are by students when writing recount texts, namely in the use of language features. This difficulty relates to the use of simple past tense, action verb, linking verb, and pronoun.
Therefore, based on the explanation by the previous studies above, the researcher was interested to focus the research on analyzing student writing difficulties, entitled “ Students’ Difficulties in Writing Recount Text at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang”.

2.1   Writing


Writing is one of the most important abilities that students must learn. Writing allows pupils to explore their brains while simultaneously presenting readers with knowledge. Writing, according to Brown (2001) is a "thinking process." It means that writing is a written product produced by a writer based on their thinking after going through the thinking process. Nunan agrees, stating that "writing is the process of thinking to invent ideas, thinking about how to express ideas into statements and paragraphs clearly.It means that students are expected to explore their ideas and arrange them into good sentences and paragraphs that have meaning. Writing is thus not only the activity of producing language in written form, but also a means of communicating ideas. According to Amanda et al (2023) stated that writing is a complex activity  because writers are required to be able to compile and organize the content of the goal. When writers begin writing, they not only record all of their ideas, but they also filter them. The writers must convey and organize their ideas into a meaningful text with some meanings. Thus, writers should be able to explore ideas and understand how to make ideas easily understandable.
Writing can be defined as a written productive language competence. Harmer (2001) stated that the goal of writing ability is to transfer information from spoken language to written language. It is a fundamental skill that allows individuals to express their thoughts, ideas, and emotions in a structured and coherent manner. Through writing, people can communicate with a wide audience, leaving a lasting record of their thoughts and experiences. This skill is not only essential for effective communication but also plays a crucial role in various aspects of life, including education, professional endeavors, and personal expression. As a result, when producing a recount text, writers should retell their thoughts in textual form that has some meaning.

The process of writing involves a series of thoughtful and deliberate steps. Harmer (2004) divides the writing process into four parts. The following stages of the writing process are explained:
1) The first stage of the writing process is planning, where writers prepare, try, and decide what they will write. 
2) Drafting is a stage of the writing process in which writers organize their ideas before putting them into final form.
3) Editing (reflecting and revising) is a procedure in which authors create a draft and then revise what they wrote to determine where the errors in writing occurred. 
4) Final Draft is the last stage of the writing process when the written	text is ready to send to its intended audience. In brief, writing process is a sequence of tasks that assists the writer in making plans with writer thoughts, expressing them on paper, revising the document, and sending it to its intended audience. 
From the explanation above, It can be inferred that there are some writing processes that writers should adhere to. It assists the writer in producing good writing from start to completion.

Understanding the essential components of writing is crucial for developing effective communication skills. According to Harris (1996) , writing has five general components, they are :

1) [bookmark: _Toc5725]Content

The author's ideas are described. Although easy writing, content refers to sentences that flow readily and are not too difficult for readers to understand.
2) [bookmark: _Toc14837]Formalized organization

The content is organized systematically in order for it to be cohesive. It contains reasonable sentences that support the writing's topic. The writers' ideas are properly arranged and easily comprehended by the reader.

The syntactic and grammatical patterns. Grammar is concerned with 	how words should be ordered to form good sentences. In the 	tense good indicates right and meaningful. It denotes that the writers 	used the proper grammatical qualities to convey her message or 	information to the readers.

Vocabulary is important in the construction of a strong paragraph. The writer was able to smoothly invent their ideas by using acceptable terms. They can convey concepts to readers by making proper choices.

The application of linguistic conventions.It means that readers can 	benefit from clear information by utilizing acceptable grammar, spelling, 	capitalization, and so on.The writer should grasp how to write and the 	mechanics of writing. It is possible to conclude that there are 	components in writing. It is essential 	for the writer to remember in order 	to develop good writing.
In conclusion,  writing as five components: content, organized in a formalized manner, and grammatical errors. Content describes the author's ideas, while organized systematically for coherence. Grammatical errors involve the arrangement of words to produce sentences, with good grammar indicating appropriate and meaningful communication.

Writing serves several purposes for the learner, including communication, critical thinking and problem solving, and self-actualization. According to Grenville (2001), there are three purposes of writing, such as :
1)   Writing is used to communicate.

Writers use writing to express their feelings, arguments, and thoughts.Writer explains everything in writing to gain readers' comments. Writing is the
primary media through which students exhibit their grasp and interpretation 	      of concepts and theories studied.
2)   Writing is used to stimulate critical thinking and problem solving.

Writing allows the writer to explore his or her deepest thoughts and feelings. Writing can help a writer find gaps in comprehension and thought patterns. Writing is a method of defining difficulties and clarifying the writer's knowledge .


3)   Writing serves as a means of self-actualization.

Writing is a method of discovering and developing a writer's ideas; it is also a means of self-actualization for the writer. Writing is a contemplative, ever- evolving ability that allows writers to explore many aspects of themselves as unique individuals.It can be inferred that writing is a communication instrument used by the writer. The writer can explore their ideas and solve their difficulties by writing.
To sum up, writing can help students with communication, critical thinking, problem solving, and self-actualization. It enables writers to communicate their sentiments, ideas, and views, solicit reader feedback, and demonstrate their comprehension of concepts. Writing also promotes critical thinking by helping writers to examine their deepest thoughts, find gaps in understanding, and clarify their knowledge. Writing is also a form of self- actualization, allowing writers to find and develop their distinct personalities.

Students must be able to compose a variety of text in academic writing, including recount text. A recount text is one that recounts prior occurrences. According to Anderson & Anderson (1998) a recount text is a piece of text that retells past events, typically in the sequence in which they occurred. Its goal is to provide the listener with a description of what happened and when it happened. This indicates that recount text describes a previous occurrence to the listener. The goal of a literary story recount is to tell a series of events in order to entertain and instruct the audience.Hyland, on the other hand, claimed that recount text is used to recreate prior experiences by recalling events in their  original sequences.


The text in writing retells about the true context that occurred in the past based on original sequences, thus it must be ordered systematically of events that occurred.
[bookmark: _Toc5301]2.2.1  Generic Structure of Recount Text

In learning recount text, the students should know the generic structure of recount text, according to Wardiman (2008) state that they are three generic structure of recount text :
1. Orientation

The reader of a recount text is told who was involved, what happened, where the event occurred, and when it occurred. For example : last year, they went to to an Islamic school in Palembang.
2. Events

Tell what happened and in chronologically or the middle of story what sequence. For example : after they went to that school, they said that they remember their own moments there. After that, they try to went to the school canteen.
3. Re-orientation

The story's ending. In other words, this is a type of prose that describes how something happened in the past chronologically as well as the feelings associated with that event. Some recounts include an evaluative note orconclusion that may represent the writer's take on the previously stated incident, but this is entirely optional. For example : After they were satisfied with their tour of the school, they went home.
To sum up, Students should understand the generic structure of recount text, 	which includes orientation, events, and re-orientation. Orientation tells the 	readerabout the event, its location, and time. Events describe the events 	chronologically, with a middle sequence. Re-orientation describes the story's ending, including feelings and feelings associated with the event. Some 	recounts may include an evaluative note or conclusion.

There are language features of recount text based on Sudarwati and 	Grace (2014). They are as follows :
1. Introducing personal participant : I, my group, my family, my school, etc.

2. Using chronological connection : the, first, next, after that, first of all, etc.

3. Using linking verb ; was, were, saw, heard, etc.

4. Using action verb: looked, went, changed, ran, arrived, took, laughed, etc.
5. Using Simple Past tense

2.3.1 	Kinds of Difficulties In Writing

Writing abilities are really valuable in life. It is not only vital in academic life, 	but also in people's lives, yet it is tough for students. According to Harmer 	(2003) there are three difficulties in writing :

The students difficult to understand handwriting because each person has different style to write, it is become a problem in writing by the students

The students are weak to identifying component sounds in the words that they try to spell. The students are poor in linking sounds and syllables to correct groups of letter

Layout is the way when the parts of something are arranged. It is convention 	when writing is designed to make comprehension easier for reader. Punctuation 	is 	the way to use comma, full stop and others in a sentence. 
In conclusion, writing abilities are highly valuable in various aspects of life, but many students face challenges in this area. Writing presents three challenges: developing handwriting skills through practice, deciphering students' unique writing styles, and addressing spelling challenges. Handwriting is a skill that can be improved with practice, while spelling is a challenge for children. Layout and punctuation are essential for enhancing clarity and readability. Layout involves organizing text, headings, and images, while punctuation marks are used to enhance reader comprehension. Despite these challenges, with determination and consistent effort, one can improve their writing abilities.
[bookmark: _Toc2065]2.3.2 	Difficulties in Writing Recount Text

The difficulties in writing recount text are in generic structures consist of orientation not events and orientation. According to Supatmi (2013) , there are several difficulties faced by students in writing recount text ;
A.  Generic Structure

The first difficulties faced by the students in writing in the part of generic structure, which involves effectively distinguishing between orientation and events within the narrative.
B. Language Features

The second difficulties that faced by the students in writing recount text is in the grammar mastery or language features of the recount text consist of personal participant, simple past tense, linking verb and action verb. Addressing these challenges systematically and providing targeted support can significantly enhance students' proficiency in crafting well-structured and linguistically accurate recount texts, ultimately fostering their overall writing competence.
In the process of writing recount text, the students faced some problems. 	Alisha (2019) stated that the most significant problems are lack of vocabulary 	and they are difficult to develop their ideas and to put their ideas in an 	appropriate sentences. It is make students feel difficult when they write recount 	text. Finally,Students faced difficulties in writing recount text due to generic structures and language features. They struggle to distinguish between orientation and events and develop ideas in appropriate sentences. In addition,  Mustafa (2021) stated that the students still made errors in writing recount text. the researcher concludes that the students did not understand or could not use past tense verbs correctly in their sentences. Addressing these challenges can enhance students' proficiency in crafting well-structured and linguistically accurate recount texts. The most significant problems are lack of vocabulary and difficulty in developing ideas.

There were several previous studies related to this study, the first is study by Purnomo (2023) entitled "An Analysis of Students’ Writing Narrative Text in class X SMA Al- Azhar Syifa Budi Solo. The study utilized a qualitative research method with a case study design to examine tenth-grade students' difficulties in learning writing skills, particularly narrative texts, at SMA Al- Azhar Syifa Budi Solo the subject in this study were students of class X  Regular consist of 20 students. The result of this study was students faced seven difficulties in writing narrative text, they were expressing ideas, grammar  and spelling, structure , vocabulary and spelling and in grammar and vocabulary.The difference between this research and the research was carried out by researchers lies in the research location where this research is located in the city of solo while the research that was conducted by researchers is located in the city of Palembang, the second difference lies in data analysis where this research uses data reduction, data display and conclusion drawing while the research conducted by researchers uses thematic analysis.The first similarities in these two studies lies in the topic in which both studies discuss student difficulties in writing skills, the second similarities lies in the research method in which these two studies both use qualitative methods, the last similarities lies in the participants in which these two studies both examine class X students at the high school level. 
Another previous study by Ariani (2023) entitled "An Analysis of Students' Difficulties in Writing Recount Text. A qualitative analysis of eighth- grade students at SMP N 15 Kota Serang indicated writing issues, particularly in grammar, verb usage, capitalization, punctuation, spelling, preposition, and vocabulary.The first differences lies in the population used by previous research  and research that was conducted where previous research took participants of 8th grade students at the junior high school level while the research that was carried out took participants from 10th grade high school students. The second differences lies in the location of the research, where the previous research was carried out in the city of Serang, while the research that was carried out by researchers in the city of Palembang.The similarity between these two studies lies in the research topic, namely that they both research students' difficulties in writing recount texts, and the similarities between the two studies lie in the research method, where both studies use qualitative  research methods.
The third is an article entitled Students’ Difficulties in Writing Recount Text at The Eighth Grade of SMP Murni 1 Surakarta in 2014/2015 Academic Year by  Ratnasari (2014) . The study examines eighth-grade students' ability to write recount texts at SMP Murni 1 Surakarta, identifying difficulties such as arranging generic structures, changing tense, correct grammatical sentence arrangement, choosing appropriate vocabulary, and delivering their ideas. It also explores the teacher's solutions to these issues, highlighting the need for improved teaching methods. The first differences lies in the participants, where the previous research used 8th grade junior high school students as participants, while the research that conducted by the researcher took participants from 10th grade high school students. The second differences lies in the research location, where the previous research was in the city of Surakarta and the research that was carried out by the researcher is in the city of Palembang. The last difference lies in the data collection, where the previous research used tests and the research that was carried out using interview and documentation.The similarity between these two studies lies in the research topic, in which the previous research and the research that was carried out by the researchers both examine students' difficulties in writing recount texts.
The fourth is study by Alfiyah (2021) entitled “An Analysis of Students’ Errors in Writing Recount Text, This study examines errors made by eighth grade A students at SMPN 19 Konawe Selatan in writing recount texts. Results show 47% linguistic category errors, 32% surface strategy errors, 20% communicative errors, and 1% comparative errors, particularly in writing English in recount texts.The first differences between the previous research and the research that was carried out lies in the participants, where the previous research took participants from grade 8 junior high school students, while the research that was conducted took participants from grade 10 high school level, the second differences lies in the research method where the previous research used quantitative methods and The research that was carried out by the researcher used qualitative research methods, the last differences lies in the data collection where the data obtained by the previous research was through a writing test and in the research that was carried out by the researcher collected the data through interview and documentation, the similarities between these two studies lie on the research topic where both studies examined students' difficulties in writing recount text. 
The last is study by Yulianawati (2018) entitled “An analysis of Students’ Difficulties in Writing Recount text”. this study investigates causes of students’ difficulties, kinds of difficulties and the most dominant problem in writing recount text written by ten students at a Senior High School in Indramayu, West Java. The findings revealed that most students have been able to implement the generic structures and linguistic features of recount text, which indicates the ability of students to write the texts and to achieve its purpose. However, some students found difficulties in terms of the use of tenses, the use of vocabulary, and the use of specific participants.The first differences lies in the location of the research where the previous research was conducted in Indramayu while the research that was conducted by researcher is in Palembang city, the second differences lies in the number of participants where the previous research took 10 high school students and the research that was conducted by researcher amounted to 6 high school students.The similarities between these two studies are that both of these studies examine students' difficulties in writing recount texts and also both of these studies used a qualitative research approach.

3.1 [bookmark: _Toc25463]Research Design

This study was used a qualitative method with a case study design. Because in this study the researcher only focused on one case intensively and in detail. The case referred to in this study is the difficulties experienced by students in writing recount texts. According to Yin (2020), Case studies are empirical investigations that investigate contemporary phenomena in real-life contexts.
In this research, the researcher tried to get a lot of data using qualitative research. According to Creswell (2012), qualitative research is the greatest technique to overcome a research problem that involves factors that you don't know about and need to investigate. This method focuses on words rather than numbers, which was also a qualitative feature of the method. That is, the qualitative method utilized in this study was writing to characterize an issue after gathering information. In brief, this study employed a qualitative method with a  case study design, focusing on students' difficulties in writing recount text. Case studies are empirical investigations of contemporary phenomena in real-life contexts, utilizing qualitative research techniques to overcome unknown factors and characterize issues after gathering information.

To avoid misunderstanding, the researcher provided operational definition, as follow:

a. [bookmark: _Toc4132]Students’ Difficulties

The students’ difficulties was the problems that students faced in expanding idea, grammar, and lack of vocabulary in writing recount text. In this study, students refers to Tenth Grade Students at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang, the difficulties in writing recount text.

Recount text is created to retell a story in order to enlighten or entertain its audience or readers (or both). Students are asked to convey their thoughts on the experience or recent occurrences in order to enlighten the readers.
[bookmark: _Toc11630]3.3 Participants of the Study

In this research, the researcher  used purposeful sampling with the type Homogeneous sampling method. According to Thomas (2022), purposeful sampling is the best option when a researcher use case study design because purposeful sampling improves the study continuity and accuracy of data and conclusion. Additionally, Thomas (2022) defined that homogeneous sampling is a type of purposeful sampling that aims to produce a homogeneous solution or one in which all the components have the same traits or properties. This method was chosen to gather information from participants with similar characteristics and a solid understanding of the study’s subject matter, making the research process more efficient and effective. 
The location of this study was at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang and the researcher chose class X.2 and X.8 as participant in this study because there were students at that class had difficulties in writing recount text based on the preliminary study and based on teacher information. According to Kuzel (1992), he recommended 6 to 8 interviews for a homogeneous sample. Thus, in this research, the researcher took 6 students who have the lowest score of recount text . In this research, the researcher took 3 students from X.2 and the 3 students from X.8. 
In conclusion, the approach of purposeful sampling with homogeneus sampling, which guarantees data accuracy and continuity, was used in this research. SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang was the host of the study, which concentrated on classes X.2 and X.8, as they are the students who struggle with recount text writing. To guarantee a thorough and effective research procedure, the researcher chose six students with the lowest recount text score, including three students who were from X.2 and three students who were from X.8.

The interview and documentation was used for the research. According to Creswell (2009), there are four basic categories of data collection procedures in qualitative research. The goal of this study was to identified obstacles in creating recount text. This study detailed how to obtain data through interviews and documentation. Which are discussed in detail in the following sections:

An interview was required to obtain information from the informant. According to Creswell (2012), an interview occurs when the researcher poses open-ended questions to the participants in general and records their responses. In this study, the researcher used a semi-structured interview to interview the students one by one and ask them questions. Harmer (2004) used open-ended questions to address question indicators problems in writing The researcher undertook some procedures during the interview process,  the first of which was the preparation of interview questions. The interview  protocol was employed as an instrument in this

 research when interviewing students. The researcher took notes on key points of the interview. Following that, the data is interpreted and conveyed narratively.
	3.4.2 	Documentation
		Documentation is official paper that gives information based on 	evidence. Sarwono (2006) state that documentation is a tool to help 	researcher to 	collect the data and information by reading the letters, 	announcements, meeting summary, the written statements and the other 	writing. It means that, the researcher collected the data and got information 	by reading something. The researcher collected students’ assignment in 	writing recount text to answer the questions about what the students 	difficulties in writing 	recount text at the tenth grade students of SMA Bina 	Warga 2 Palembang.

The researcher used thematic analysis to analyze the data. According to Creswell (2012), thematic data analysis includes distilling the way things operate and recognizing the fundamental aspects in themes in the cultural setting. According to Cresswell (2012), there are six steps to data analysis, which are as follows: First, data analysis was prepared, then the data was read, and then the data analyzed in detail using a coding process, and then coding the data applied for the process of describing the theme for analysis, the descriptions or themes described in the qualitative data in search of analysis, and finally the researcher interpreted the data.

[bookmark: _Toc7425]3.6       Establishment of trustworthiness

Trustworthiness is the ultimate step in establishing qualitative research. Cresswell (2012) said that qualitative research is a process of collecting and analyze data, it need to be able to finding and interpretation are accurate. The researcher used triangulation of the data to enhance the validity and accuracy of the data.  Sugiyono (2009) define that triangulation is the process of corroborating evidence from different individuals, type of data or methods of data collection in qualitative research. it means that, qualitative research is use to collect data analysis to make sure a finding and interpret accurate data.
There are several kinds of triangulation. According to setiyadi (2006), 	triangulation divided into 5 kinds, there are triangulation of time, triangulation of place, triangulation of theory, triangulation of method and the last is triangulation of researcher. In this research, member checking was conducted by sharing the interview transcript  with the participant, particularly the students who were interviewed for their perspectives on the difficulties in writing recount text. Participants were given the opportunity to review the findings and provide feedback or corrections if there were any discrepancies or misunderstanding. Their input helped ensure that the interpretations of the data accurately reflected their experiences and perspectives. In this research, triangulation was achieved through the use of two primary methods : interviews and documentation review. Interviews provided insights directly from the students regarding their difficulties in writing recount texts, allowing for an in-depth exploration of their experiences and perspectives. Documentation review involved analyzing written materials such as students' past writing samples, teachers' feedback, and curriculum documents related to recount text writing. By comparing and contrasting data from interviews and documentation, the researcher was able to gain a comprehensive understanding of the students' difficulties in writing recount texts, enhancing the validity and trustworthiness of the findings. As a result, Through member checking and triangulation of methods, this qualitative research on students' difficulties in writing recount texts at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang ensured the trustworthiness and validity of the findings. By involving participants in the validation process and utilizing multiple data sources, the research aimed to provide a thorough and accurate depiction of the challenges faced by students in recount text writing.















CHAPTER IV
FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION
This chapter presents (1) Research Findings and (2) discussion

4.1     Research Findings
The aimed of this study were to find out the students’ difficulties in writing recount text. The researcher did the interview and got the data from documentation. As the result, the students faced some difficulties in vocabulary, understanding in generating generic structure of recount text and the grammatical mastery of recount text. The difficulties faced by the students when they asked to write recount text are listed in table 1 below :

4. 1. 1.  Lack of Vocabulary Mastery
	From the  interview, the researcher found that the students had difficulty in producing some words. The problem was lack of vocabulary mastery. It is corroborated by the following interview:
“I think my English vocabulary is not enough to write a recount text. 	Particularly when I am told to write about my recent vacation, there 	is a possibility of encountering more complex vocabulary that I might 	not be familiar with.” (SR, Personal communication, February, 19th 	2024)

It is inline with NM statement : 
“I don’t believe my English vocabulary is strong enough for writing task. Sometimes I struggle to find the correct words to express myself.” (NM, Personal communication, February, 19th 2024)

Another statement by AA :
“I don’t think so sir, because I don’t remember” (AA, Personal communication, February, 19th 2024)

When the researcher looked at the students assignments, it was found that they could only write as much as two lines, it was indicated that the students had difficult in vocabulary mastery.

From the interview and documentation above,  the researcher could consider that the students can not develop their ideas because they had difficulty in producing words. This was because the students didn't know it, and they had a limited vocabulary and struggled to write sentences. This problem is caused students not being able to form good sentences due to their lack of vocabulary mastery.
4.1.2  Lack of Understanding in Generating Generic Structure of Recount 	Text
In accordance with the data collected through the interview and the documentation, the researcher found that the students’ had difficulty in generating the generic structure of recount text. The students had difficulty in writing the orientation, events and re-orientation . It is supported by interview below:
“I am aware that the orientation serves as the beginning of the text, 	but I am unsure about the specific content that should be included 	within that section.” (SR, Personal communication, February, 19th 	2024)

Another statement is inline with NM : 
“I don’t know very well about orientation but as I recall orientation is 	the opening paragraph” (NM, Personal communication, February, 	19th 2024)

And then statement by NA :
“I am unfamiliar with the specific concept of “orientation” within the 	context of recount text. My understanding is that recount texts are 	primarily structured using paraghraph.” (NA, Personal 	communication, February, 19th 2024)

From the interview result, actually the students understand , but they had problems in elaborating the words into paragraph. The researcher can conclude the statements indicate the students had difficulty in developing idea when they write the text because they confused what they want to write. Then, events is  a part of recount text that tell what happened and, chronologically, or in the middle of the story, what the sequence was.
Students  AA stated that  : 
“ yes I find it very difficult to write a series of event in a recount text 	because I don’t know what words to write in that section” 	(AA,Personal 	Communication, February, 19th 2024)

It is inline with ME statement :
“Yes sir. Because of my limited vocabulary, I always struggle to 	organize events, especially in recount text”(ME,Personal 	Communication, February, 	19th 2024)

Students MT also had similar problem :
“yes I find writing the events section very challenging. I struggle to 	organize my sentences and express the events clearly due to 	limited English vocabulary” (MT, Personal Communication, 	February, 19th 2024)

The last part of recount text is the re-orientation. Actually the students have learn about the structures of the recount text. But they still have any problems in writing re-orientation. It is supported by the interview below :
Students SR claimed that : 
“in my personal opinion, the most challenging apects lies in 	combining 	personal reflections and conclusion within the re-	orientation section, as instructed by the teacher.” (SR, Personal 		Communication, February, 19th 2024)

Another statement by MT :
“Yes I find writing the re-orientation difficult because they seem to 	have different meanings. I often get them confused and use them 	interchangeably” (MT, Personal Communication, February, 19th 	2024)

When the researcher looked at the students assignments, he found that the students could not arrange a good paragraph using the right structure of the recount text. It was indicated that they had difficulties writing recount text using the generic structure of the recount text. The right structure of the recount text is orientation, events, and re-orientation.

From the interview and documentation,  the researcher found the students have difficulties in writing orientation , events and re-orientation. The students have difficulties in writing recount text especially in the part of orientation because they don’t understand what orientation part is. This problem is caused by students are not being able to make good sentences due to their lack of vocabulary.  And then the students have difficulties in writing recount part on the events and re-orientation section because they don’t understand what to write and what events is. 
4. 1. 3. Lack of Grammatical Mastery 
Simple past tense identifies an even that happen, or activity, action and/or state that has been done in the past time. And then after the interview and see the students assignment from the teacher , the researcher found that the students had difficulty in grammatical mastery , the use simple past tense in this case. 
“actually, I have studied with friends but I still don’t understand. I 	don’t believe im proficient in using it in my writing.” (NM, Personal 	Communication, February, 19th 2024)

It is inline with SR statement :
“im less capable of using simple past  tense because I can’t make a 	good 	recount text so its possible I won’t be able to use simple past 	tense” (SR, Personal Communication, February, 19th 2024)

Another Statement by ME : 
“I think simple past tense is complicated. There is a formula”  (ME, 	Personal Communication, February, 19th 2024)

As we can see from the students assignment below, it was found that the students did not change all the verb, in a recount text the correct verbs is the past form of the verbs and in  the figure below, the students used the infinitive verbs.

From the interview and documentation, it can be identified that the students did not know how to use simple past tense and they have problems or difficulties. From interview and supported by documentation result, the students had difficulty in grammatical mastery, especially simple past tense. The students had difficulties in using the past simple verbs such as in determining or putting past verb after the subject, the students felt confuse in decided the correct verbs for each subject.
4. 2. Discussion
After collecting the data, the researcher analyzed them and the researcher found that the students difficulties in writing recount text. Based on the findings of data analysis by applying thematic analysis, there were several difficulties faced by students of Class X SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang in writing recount text. Those were consisted: lack of vocabulary mastery, lack of generating the generic structure of recount text and lack of grammatical mastery. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]In this study, there were some difficulties that happened after the students writing recount text. The first difficulty was the students’ lack of vocabulary mastery. The students claimed that they did not have enough vocabulary so that they did not have idea to write recount text because of the limitation of vocabulary. It is supported  by Alisha (2019) who  stated that the most significant problems are lack of vocabulary and they are difficult to develop their ideas and to put their ideas in an appropriate sentences. It is make students feel difficult when they write recount text. It is in line with Sari’s (2017) findings that indicated the students still have problems in vocabulary mastery, they did not have many vocabularies in their mind, so they can not share their ideas into a good sentence. Then, when we compare it with the study by Yulianawati (2018)  it was found that the problem does not only lie in vocabulary but also lies in the idea of students who have difficulty when writing recount texts. Also, because of lack of vocabulary the students use the same words in different context. 
The second difficulty was the students had difficulty in understanding in generating generic structure. This happened because the students experienced difficulties in developing the sequence when writing recount text cause by students were confused to develop a logical sequence of events.  Therefore, in writing recount text students have difficulty with events because lack of understanding of this part of the events. This result was supported by Supatmi (2013) who argued that the students faced difficulties while writing in the part of the generic structure in the recount text. Then, it is in line with the research that was conducted by Husna and Multazim (2019), they argued that students still have difficulties in making it orientation, events and re-orientation. When we compare with research from Februansyah (2020), it was found that not all students have difficulties with all text structures; only three texts were found that did not meet the criteria: some texts are not clearly in the part of the event, a text has no reorientation, and the last is no setting in the orientation stage. 
The third difficulties was the grammatical mastery. This difficulty occurred because the students did not understand the past form of the verbs,  what personal pronoun to use, what a linking verb is, and how to use it. In addition, the students were not familiar with the contextual use of the simple past form because they were confused to change the verbs. The result of this study was supported by Fitriyani (2019) who stated that the students have difficulties in making good and correct sentences, which are related to grammar when writing recount text because most of the students do not pay attention to the use of grammar and correct word order. This is in line with the research findings by Salawazo et al. (2020), who stated that students have poor ability to use simple past tense. students do not know grammar in simple past tense. They did not know how to use the tenses. When we compare it with the study by Mustafa (2021), it turns out that the problem does not only lie in past tense but also lies in choosing the right verb form. In this study, students still use infinitive verbs to write recount texts, whereas they should use past verbs.
In conclusion, this study sheds light on several key difficulties faced by students in writing recount texts. Firstly, a notable challenge is the lack of vocabulary mastery, hindering students' ability to articulate their ideas effectively. Secondly, students struggle with generating a coherent generic structure, encountering difficulties in organizing events logically within their narratives. Lastly, grammatical mastery poses a significant hurdle, as students grapple with past tense forms, pronoun usage, and sentence structure. Addressing these challenges through targeted instruction and practice can greatly enhance students' proficiency in crafting compelling recount texts.

The aim of this research was to find out the students' difficulties in writing recount text at SMA Bina Warga Palembang. The participants of this research were the first grade students of X.2 and X.8 at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang. This research focused on analyzing difficulties in writing recount  text at SMA Bina Warga 2 Palembang. Based on the findings, the researcher found that there were three factors, lack of vocabulary, lack of understanding in generating generic structure of recount text and lack of grammatical mastery .
Based on the research did by the researcher in line with the desired goal, it can be concluded that students have difficulties in writing recount text: the first difficulty is lack of vocabulary mastery. The students had difficulties in producing the words. The second is lack of understanding in generating generic structure of recount text. Most of the students had difficulties in developing ideas and in arranging the words in producing paragraph. And the third is lack of grammatical mastery. Most of students had problems in arranging words into a good order in recount text. And the last, the students had difficulties in using the second verbs such as in determining or putting verb 2 after the subject, the students felt confuse in deciding the correct verb for each subject. The main faced by the students is in mastering writing recount text was in arranging the words, developing idea, and using simple past tense.

1. English teacher: the teachers are hoped to update the teaching writing material, especially in writing recount text.  And then teacher must prepare the method with the students’ needs, so it can make the students enjoy the teaching learning class.
2. The students: the researcher suggested the students to study harder about recount text in order to gain more knowledge. It will be better for the students to read more in order to exchange their knowledge.
